TANZANIA  

Kilimanjaro:  Kilimanjaro. The name itself is a mystery wreathed in clouds. It 

might mean Mountain of Light, Mountain of Greatness or Mountain of Caravans. The 

local people, the Wachagga, don't even have a name for the whole massif, only Kipoo 

(now known as Kibo) for the familiar snowy peak that stands imperious, overseer of the 

continent, the summit of Africa. Not only is this the highest peak on the African 

continent; it is also the tallest free-standing mountain in the world, rising in breathtaking 

isolation from the surrounding coastal scrub land ï elevation around 900 metres ï to an 

imperious 5,895 metres (19,336 feet). By the way Mr. AL GORE( Former US VP) will 

climb in August 2010 . Why not you?  Scientists predict that there will be NO SNOW by 

2015. 

Selous Game Reserve: was declared a ñWorld Heritage Siteò in 1982.  Selous 

is bisected by the Rufiji River, with the tourist area north of the river. The Rufiji River is 

sprawling waterway with 5 distinctive ñlakesò all joined together with a myriad of 

channels. This is the only reserve in Tanzania to offer Safaris on the river. Selous is the 

home to large numbers of buffalo, lion, elephant and a healthy population of wild dogs.  

You can choose accommodation at Lake Manze or Rufiji River Camp. 

Zanzibar  is situated on one of the most beautiful coastlines in the world; this beach 

is a true paradise retreat, an island just off the east coast of Tanzania, Africa. The bay's 

sapphire blue waters - protected by the reef one kilometre from the shore - are ideal for 

swimming and snorkelling.  If the midday sun becomes too strong you can retreat into the 

balmy shade of the palm trees that line the white sandy beach, and sip a long, cool drink. 

This is a tranquil location ð the ideal place to relax and enjoy Zanzibar's distinctive, 

mellow pace.

BOTSWANA 
 
For those who enjoy the wilds, a Botswana safari is perfect: vast tracts of Africa in 

pristine condition. Huge herds of game roam here between the Kalahari's plains and the 

Okavango's waterways; it's one of Africa's top safari destinations. Unlike in many 

countries, the movement of Botswana's wildlife is not restricted. Together its national 

parks and huge private game reserves protect about 40% of the Botswana's area. It's a 

huge, fenceless wilderness around which the game roams freely. 

 

Chobe Safari Holiday is an adventure that'll take you deep into elephant 

country; where vast herds roam an untamed wilderness. Chobe National Park is estimated 

to have 70 000 elephant.

The Okavango Delta is the largest freshwater wetland in Africa; in 

Botswanaós arid and unforgiving bush it's an oasis where you'll find one of the greatest 

concentrations of wildlife in Africa  - and the beauty is that it is basically a year-round 

destination for safaris . The Moremi Wildlife Reserve occupies a large 

portion of the Okavango Delta.  It contains diverse habitat, ranging from permanent 

swamp to floodplains, islands and large areas of dry land including 'Chiefs Island' and the 

'Mopane Tongue' of dry scrub and Kalahari sands, which results in prolific bird and 

animal life. 

The Makgadikgadi Pans  cover nearly 12 000 square kilometres. This area 

undergoes a radical transformation in the rainy summer months from a landscape offering 

nothing but sand, salt and sky to one teeming with tens of thousands of migrating zebra 

and wildebeest and countless water and wading birds

Victoria Falls 
Victoria Falls is between Zambia and Zimbabwe in Southern Africa. The falls are 

part of the two National Parks, Mosi-oa-Tunya (smoke that thunders) National Park in 

Zambia and Victoria Falls National Park in Zimbabwe. The unique part of Victoria falls 

is that you get to enjoy the full force of the spray, noise and spectacular rainbows. The 

best time to view Victoria Falls is during the rainy season, from March to May.  If you 

are visiting from September to December, it is recommended to visit the falls on the 

Zimbabwean side. 

Activities: bungy jumping, devilôs pool, elephant rides and white water rafting.
